III. Corrections and Updates to the State Advisory Board Directory:  Treasurer Jacqueline Faris explained that we needed to update any changes in our contact information in the State Advisory Board Directory that was passed around the room.  She asked new advisors to fill out the new advisors form in the State Advisory Board Directory.

IV. Self-Introductions: The Board of Trustees of Alpha Gamma Sigma had an informal discussion about the recent drop in membership in our organization.  Because the Trustees were concerned about this decline, they asked President Obed Vazquez to have the advisors discuss the different ways chapters increase the membership at their schools.  As a result, Obed asked the advisors at the meeting to introduce themselves and also to tell of creative ways chapters try to increase membership at their schools.

Advisors starting with Obed made the following suggestions for increasing membership.  
#1) Have students sit in the quad as community service work and recruit new members.  #2) Use the Dean’s List to send out information about AGS.  If necessary, help with the stuffing of the envelopes with the information.  #3) Use available lists of previous scholarship winners.  #4) Have students put up flyers around campus about AGS.  #5) Have your chapters do activities with other clubs.  #6) Have social events where chapter members bring friends (hopefully ones with 3.0 average or better!) #7) Go with college recruiters to high schools to inform the strong incoming students about AGS.  #8) Have students go into classrooms and give short presentations about AGS. # 9) Put an ad in the class schedule or student newspaper about AGS.  #10) Give out awards to teachers on All College Day or Professional Development Day.  That way more teachers will know about AGS and also will want to be recipients of the award!  #11) Try to increase membership using text-messaging and e-mail.  #12) Work with PTK to share members.  Students can successfully be in both organizations.  #13) Give students extra points for wearing their t-shirts around campus.  #14) Advisors can wear t-shirts as well to spread awareness of AGS.  #15) If your chapter gives transcript notations for community service, make that clear to incoming members.  Brian Rodas of Santa Monica College told us that his chapter says the transcripts become “super sexy” when a member gets a notation of participation in AGS on their transcripts.  #16) Establish a website on Yahoo.  #17) Give applications to counselors and have them suggest to students that they join AGS.  #18) Send a letter including a sign-up sheet to the top 25 teachers at your school to recruit.  #19) Have evening meetings for students who work in the day time and go to school at night.           


V. Explanation of the Standing Rules: Our Parliamentarian, Steven Wallach, told us that using the Standing Rules for the Order of Business listed on page 1 have made our meetings not only more efficient but shorter.  At conventions our meetings used to start on Friday night and continue through most of Saturday.  Now we are able to take care of our Advisory Board work by having just two sessions on Saturday.  

VI. Additions/Deletions to the Agenda: Two items were added to New Business, item 11e, Extension and Eligibility Bylaws Change, and 11f, the Standing of Lake Tahoe Community College and Los Medanos College. 

VII. Approval of the Agenda: The agenda was approved with the addition of the two items to New Business.

VIII. Corrections to and Approval of the Minutes from fall, 2007.  The minutes were approved with the following corrections.  On page #1, West Valley College should not be listed as having attended the Fall Advisory Board Meeting.  On page #1, West Los Angeles College should be listed as having attended.  The advisor attending for West Los Angeles should be listed as Mary Jane McMaster.  On page #1, Monterey Peninsula College should be listed as having attended.  The advisor attending for Monterey Peninsula College should be listed as Paula Norton. On Page #1, Santa Rosa Junior College should be listed as having attended.  The advisor attending for Santa Rosa Junior College should be listed as Marlene Wilgis.  On Page #1, The College of Marin should be listed as having attended.  The advisors attending for the College of Marin should be listed as Toni Yoshioki and Laura Ordin.  On page #2, in item IV, the last sentence should be changed to “Karen Lubick shared a story of a former AGS member who hopes to someday be a history professor at UCLA.”  On page #4, in Item X, Susan Kerr should be listed as the vice-treasurer instead of Hope Jukl.  These changes will be made and the corrected version will be posted on our website.  
IX. Board of Trustee’s Report: Brad Reynolds, President of the Board of Trustees, told us that it is the job of the Board of Trustees to oversee the endowment fund whose interest is used to fund scholarships given out at the spring convention.  He told us that during the last few years while our financial advisor has been David Sharpe, the endowment fund has grown in value to close to $500,000.    He announced that both he and Steve Wallech were re-elected to the Board of Trustees and that he was re-elected to serve as president and Steve was re-elected to serve as treasurer. Roxie Ross rejoined the board as one of the trustees.
X.  Old Business:

A. Grace Period Clarification of the By-Laws: 
Current By-Laws Statement, Article 2. Memberships, section 3:
 Section 3. Continuing Membership. An initial member may obtain continuing membership by:
a. Achieving for the previous semester or quarter not less than a 3.00 G.P.A. in courses of recognized college standing, OR
b. Maintaining a cumulative G.P.A. of 3.00 or better in courses of recognized college standing. 

c. Continuing members will receive one semester or quarter’s grace for every semester or quarter earned continuing membership if the member’s G.P.A. falls below 3.00.  There shall be no two consecutive grace periods.  
Proposed Change:

      Section 3. Continuing Membership. An initial member may obtain continuing membership by:

a. Achieving for the previous semester or quarter not less than a 3.00 G.P.A. in courses of recognized college standing, AND
b. Maintaining a cumulative G.P.A. of 3.00 or better in courses of recognized college standing. 

c. Continuing members will receive one semester or quarter’s grace for every semester or quarter earned continuing membership if the member’s previous semester or quarter G.P.A. falls below 3.00, but their cumulative G.P.A. is not less than 3.00.  There shall be no two consecutive grace periods. 
By-Laws Change/Advocate: Randy Taylor. Ballots prepared and sent to chapters for the bylaw change: Results: By-Laws Change Carries 30-2 so the By-Laws will be updated with the proposed changes.
B. Motion for Award to top Charles Bell Award:  MOTION #1) Terry Green moved that we recognize Marilyn Kaecke’s 36 years of service to Alpha Gamma Sigma by dedicating the top Charles Bell Award as the Marilyn Kaecke Service Award.  Steve Wallech seconded the motion.  The motion was amended so that the Charles Bell Award and Marilyn Kaecke Awards would be parallel or have equal value.  (THE AMENDMENT TO MOTION #1 FAILED.  MOTION #1 FAILED.)
XI. New Business:

A. New official Position:  Should this be an appointed position or an elected officer position? Write job description for AGS Web Site Coordinator.  MOTION #2) Vanessa Schulz moved that the position of AGS Web Site Coordinator be an elected position. Terry Green seconded the motion. (MOTION #2 CARRIED.)
B. Chapters that go to Regional conference and do not pay?  How to be handled?  At present time, no penalties… MOTION #3) Randy Taylor moved that chapters that do not pay their regional conference fees by December 31 of the same year will be considered not in good standing for the following year’s spring convention.  Jacqueline Faris seconded the motion.  (MOTION #3 CARRIED.)
C. Defining Permanent Members and Active members. MOTION #4) Steve Wallech moved that permanent and active members be considered the same.  Vanessa Schulz seconded the motion. (MOTION #4 WAS TABLED INDEFINITELY.)  Then Steve withdrew his motion. 


D. Expenses and Reimbursements:  MOTION #5) Dorothy Hawkes proposed that we change the existing language in the 2006 Standing Rules: REIMBURSEMENT FOR ADVISORY BOARD EXPENSES to the following: REIMBURSEMENT FOR ADVISORY BOARD EXPENSES
StdR:  Advisors who incur State Advisory Board expenses may request reimbursement.  

1) Requests for reimbursement must be submitted to the treasurer within one year from the time of expense.  (MSC, October 7, 2006 Motion #3)
2) Expenses for printing, postage, and office supplies will be reimbursed.  An itemized list of expenses with receipts should be submitted to the treasurer. (MSC, October 7, 2006, Motion #4)
3) The president, secretary, and treasurer may submit requests for partial reimbursement of travel expenses for the Fall State Advisory Board Meeting.  A maximum of $100 may be reimbursed.  (MSC, October 7, 2006, Motion #5)
4) Reimbursements for other State Advisory Board expenses (equipment, software, etc.) must be approved by the State Advisory Board prior to reimbursement.  (MSC, October 7, 2006, Motion #6)
5) Any equipment, software, etc. purchased with AGS funds becomes the property of Alpha Gamma Sigma, Inc. and thus not the property of the advisor who made the purchase. (Comment, October 7, 2006)
6) Neither the Treasurer nor the Vice-Treasurer shall write a reimbursement check to themselves.  (MSC, October 7, 2006, Motion #8)
7) Nothing in this language shall prohibit advisors or officers of Alpha Gamma Sigma from paying their own expenses generated in pursuing their duties for Alpha Gamma Sigma.
Jacqueline Faris seconded the motion.  (MOTION #5 CARRIED.)  
E. Extension and Eligibility By-Laws Change: MOTION #6) Steve Wallech moved that the office of the Secretary and Eligibility, Article VI, Section 1, level a, officer #9, be split into Northern and Southern positions to facilitate recruitment of new chapters and maintenance of the old. Al Acena seconded the motion.  (MOTION #6 CARRIED.)  For the first time, ballots to make this by-laws change will be sent by e-mail to all the chapters and the vote will be recorded at the Fall Advisory Board Meeting.  
Our treasurer, Jacqueline Faris, offered to store the official documents of the organization.  She has a place to store our documents and her husband would be able to digitize the information for free. Debbie Whitiker from Long Beach College LAC offered to help in the future with extension and eligibility.
F. The Standing of Lake Tahoe Community College and Los Medanos College MOTION #7) Randy Taylor moved that we waive the student attendance requirement for Lake Tahoe Community College and Los Medanos College to remain in “good standing” since their advisors are in attendance at the 2008 State Convention.  Terry Green seconded the motion.  (MOTION #7 CARRIED.)

Reports:  Information Items only

A. Board of Trustees Report: President Brad Reynolds gave his report earlier when he was available. 

B. State Advisory Board Officers Report 

1. President Elect: Karen Lubick, Antelope Valley College (None)
2. Vice-President Elect – Gabriel Gutierrez Velez, Cabrillo College (None)
3. Secretary Report – Terry Green, Santa Monica College (None)
4. Treasurer Report – Our Treasurer, Jacqueline Faris, made the following points.  A) The following colleges made extra scholarship donations: Allan Hancock College Lompoc Center, Cerritos College, (a bequest from Juliette Venitsky), City College of San Francisco, College of the Sequoias, Cuesta College, Long Beach City College (LAC), Modesto Junior College, and Reedley College B) Scholarship donations have been declining because our membership has declined.  C) After the convention she said that if your chapter still owes money for the convention, she would greatly appreciate your chapter paying.  To make sure your payment received, she would like you also to send a self-addressed stamped postcard so that she can let you know that your payment has been received.  She hoped that this semester she would not have to track down the last 3 or 4 chapters that have not paid as she has had to do in the past.  If she did not have to track down chapters for money, it would make her job much easier and she might be inclined to stay longer as our treasurer.  As of Friday night, she still needed to receive more than $20,000 from chapters that had not paid their convention fees. D) She gave a written report on our AGS checking account.  We currently have $93,558.02 in the account but we have the following expenses: the convention: $28,125, scholarships: $26,470, money that belongs to jewelry/certificates since January, 2005: $6,644.16, convention profits: $9,263, and operating budget: $1,782.84.  That will leave us with a fund of $21,273.02.    E) She asked that chapters pay their annual dues on time.  It is no fun for her and a waste of her energy to have to track down chapters to have not paid their dues.  F) She told us that we are making less profit in jewelry because we lowered the prices of the items we are selling.  G)  She offered to e-mail advisors more detailed specialized financial reports that she had created using the program Quicken.  H) She told us that we were left money in the will of Juliette Venitsky, a person connected with Cerritos College.  I) She also told us that she could send us an e-mail with a complete set of e-mail addresses of our fellow advisors.
5. Vice Treasurer Report – Susan Kerr told us that each chapter was allowed two free honor rolls.  She also mentioned that there were jewelry order forms on line and that as the current semester was coming to a close and graduation was rapidly approaching, chapters should make their orders soon.,
6.       6a. Spring 08 Convention Chairs’ Report – Susan Kerr told us that 41 Chapters were attending this convention and that 402 people were registered.  83% of the participants.  She thanked those people who had made generous door prizes for the raffle on Sunday.  They included Margaret Antonio from Long Beach City College Delta Chi, Lisa Carlsen from Chabot College, Beth Farmer from Allen Hancock College Lompoc Center, Todd Heibel from San Bernadino College, Vanessa Schultz from Pasadena City College, Maria Kelly from Reedley College, Tech Ed Program at MJC and Peggy Kroll, Kristy Tilner, Amber Sinclair, Monique DeJarnett and Megan LaRue from Modesto Junior College.

 
6b. Convention Planning: Jacqueline Faris demonstrated computer files that she had written.  She showed some of the files that contained all the information that one would need to successfully run the convention.  She had all the information catalogued and ready to go so that if one were to take on the responsibility of running a convention, he or she would not have to re-invent the wheel.  The files that Jacqueline wrote will be helpful to advisors in charge of conventions for years to come.
7. Chair of Scholarship and Awards Report – Jennifer McBride told us that out of the 27 applicants for service scholarships, 15 would receive Ed Walsh Awards of $600 each and 3 would receive Charles Bell Awards of $800 each.  18 of the 27 would receive awards so 67% of those applying would win.  $11,400 would be given out in service scholarships.  In the area of academic scholarships, there were 64 applicants.  25 applicants would receive Kathleen D. Loly Awards of $700 each, 3 would receive Virginia Coffey Awards of $850 each, 5 would receive Mantovani Awards of $1,000 each, and 1 would receive a Tom Jackson Award of $1,250.  24 of the 37 would receive awards so 65% of those applying would win.  $19,300 would be given out in academic scholarships. Overall 42 of the 64 applicants would receive scholarships of 66%.  A total of $30,700 would be given out in scholarships at the banquet.  She told us that we had a significant drop in applicants from previous years.  She also told us that even though we had less money to give out this year, that the scholarship readers’ committee kept the dollar amounts high.  She also suggested that we have a workshop on how to prepare scholarship applicants for new advisors at the Fall Advisory Board meeting so that new advisors would be better able to help their students with their applications during the spring semester of 2009. 
- Applications stating “Active member”, The board decided that we need a committee to discuss the issue of what exactly constitutes a permanent member versus an active member.
8. Vice Chair of Scholarships and Awards – Hope Jukl told us that only two advisors were nominated for the Outstanding Advisor Award.  To increase participation next year, she intends to mail out applications to chapters for the Outstanding Advisor Award besides having them on our website.  She suggested that the readers for the award in 2009 might include other advisors than the ones who won the award in previous years.  She told us that two advisors would be honored with the Distinguished Advisor Award this evening at the banquet. 

9. Secretary of Extension and Eligibility – Roxie Ross told us that she has the box of records that has the current bylaws of the different chapters.  She told us that she could only stay on as Secretary of Extension and Eligibility until the fall.  Obed asked that other advisors consider taking on the position after that. 
10. Collector of Permanent Records – Roxie Ross informed us that Brad Reynolds would be picking up the records from Ed Keith and Marilyn Kaecke some time before the next advisory board meeting.  He would later take the documents up to Jacqueline’s home to be stored as previously mentioned.
11. Secretary of Intercollegiate Relations - Randy Taylor told us that Mills College in Oakland had created a special AGS Scholarship for this year.  It would be only on a trial basis and if no one ended up receiving the award, it very well could be discontinued. It was noted that we need an updated list of which colleges give scholarships to AGS students.
12. Task Force for AGS Projects -Terry Scarbrough and Andrea Mullin had no report.

13.  Web Site Coordinator – John Quevedo was not present.
