3. Advisors need to update their information on the list distributed.  INCLUDE when you began advising:  Advisors were asked to update their information so that we can have good communication within the information.  Jacqueline Faris stated that it was particularly important that we have current, readable addresses from everyone.  New advisors were asked to completely fill in an Advisor Contract Update Form.
4. Introductions:    The sixty-seven advisors present introduced themselves giving their names, colleges and years of service.  Marilyn Kaecke from Mt. San Antonio College, Betty Higdon from Reedley College, and Billie Paul from Cabrillo College were the advisors who have served our organization the most years.  Eight new advisors introduced themselves: Emily Burch from Citrus College, Jacqueline Espina from Cabrillo College, Matthew Freeman from Ohlone College, G. R. Grist from the College of Marin, Julie Hanks from Cabrillo College – Watsonville Chapter, Robert Emanuel Lauterio from Cabrillo College, Linda Vang from West Hills College Lamoore, and Jon Whitfeld from Rio Hondo College.  Julie Hanks is the advisor of a brand new chapter at the Watsonville Center, a satellite campus of Cabrillo College.  (Secretary’s Note:  I apologize for not getting the name of the new chapter!)  
5. Parliamentarian’s explanation of special rules of debate:  Steven Wallech explained the rules that would be used to conduct the meeting.  Most importantly, only ten minutes of discussion would be allowed for any one motion so that the meeting would move forward at a reasonable rate.
6. Approval of the agenda with identification of action items:

a. Additions to the agenda: A few items were relocated.

b. Action items were identified.

c. The agenda was approved.

7. Board of Trustees Report by Tom Jackson: 1) Tom Jackson, President of the Board of Trustees, reported that $34,000 would be given out in scholarships at the banquet.  2) He mentioned that advisors might consider including donations to the AGS endowment fund in their wills and trusts.  3) He also suggested that advisors might consider donating appreciated stocks so that we could sell them and add the money to the endowment fund.  The advisor who donated the appreciated stock could take a market-value deduction and get a break on his or her capital gains taxes. 4) He also noted that Steven Wallech was re-elected as the treasurer of the Board of Trustees for another four-year term.   

8. State Advisory Board Offices Reports:

a. Secretary’s Report by Terry Green: 1) Terry thanked John Quevedo for substituting for him at the Fall Advisory Board Meeting and taking the minutes this past October in Ontario.  2) John’s minutes for the Fall Advisory Board Meeting were approved with the following changes: Page 2. Merced College was not in attendance. Page 5. The term “Outstanding Advisor Award” should be changed to “Distinguished Service Award” three times in section E.

b. Treasurer’s Report by Jacqueline Faris: 1) Jacqueline passed out an AGS Convention Budget paper with the hypothetical figures on one side and the actual figures on the other side. The goals are to make the conventions profitable but at the same time keep the costs down for the students and chapters.  The figures indicated that we should have a sizeable profit from the 2006 spring convention.  2) She said that a few chapters needed to contact her after the meeting to complete some paperwork.  Those chapters included College of the Canyons, Contra Costa College, El Camino College, Foothill College, Los Angeles Mission College, and Pasadena College.  3) She indicated that we need new chapters to volunteer to do the registration at the conventions in the future to share the responsibility.  4) She stated that we do not need to collect social security numbers any more and that they would not be asked for on any future scholarship applications.  5) She told us that all active and inactive members of a chapter must pay their $5 dues each semester.  6) She asked us to go to the business offices of our schools to find out if any checks that had been made out to AGS from our schools had not been cashed.  We might have money owed us from different colleges that could then go into our general fund.  7) She told us that the April 2009 prices per room in Ontario are going up $10.  On the other hand, the prices at the San Jose site in April of 2010 will remain the same.  The parking was free this time at San Jose but will be $5 per day in 2008.  8) It was mentioned that it is cheaper to fly into Sacramento than San Jose and it was suggested that a change from the San Jose DoubleTree to the Sacramento DoubleTree be an agenda item at a future state advisory board meeting.  9) She told us that the Board of Trustees had suggested that $1,685 be moved from the general fund to our scholarship fund so that a total of $34,000 could be given away in scholarships tonight.  MOTION #1) Terry Green moved that “$1,685 be moved from the general fund to the scholarship fund so that $34,000 could be given out as scholarships at the banquet this evening.”  Steven Wallech seconded the motion.  (MOTION #1 CARRIED.)  10) She also passed out a five-page report of our operating expenses of the general fund from 4/1/2005 to 4/1/2006.  The report was done with Quicken so that the itemized categories were clearly delineated and we could easily see our income and expenses. Her report showed income of $2,484 and expenses of $4,477.24 for a balance of -$1,993.24.  
c. Vice-Treasurer’s Report by Hope Jukl: 1) Hope passed out a jewelry report that was also done with Quicken and was easily understandable.  Her report showed income of $7655.09 and expenses of $4,123.91 for a balance of $3,531.18. 2) She passed out 2 honor roll certificates for every chapter.  3) She told us that new seals were made because we are out of the old seals.  The new seals have Alpha Gamma Sigma Honor Society on them instead of Alpha Gamma Sigma Honor Scholarship, the name on the old seals. 

d. Chair of Scholarship and Awards Report by Jennifer McBride: 1) Jennifer told us that 75 students applied for scholarships.  47 students applied for academic scholarships and 28 students applied for service scholarships.  2) She told us that with $34,000 available to give away, there would be 5 Montovani Scholarship winners receiving $1,000 each, 2 Coffey Scholarship winners receiving $800 each, 27 Loly Scholarship winners receiving $600 each, 6 Bell Scholarship winners receiving $700 each, and 14 Walsh Scholarship winners receiving $500 each. 3) 72% of the students who applied for an academic scholarship won, and 71% of the students who applied for a service scholarship won.  4) She and her vice-chair, Obed Vazquez, thanked the readers for their hard work on behalf of the applicants.  

e. Vice-Chair of Scholarship and Awards Report by Obed Vazquez: 1) Obed explained that he was in charge of our distinguished advisor awards.  We had six winners chosen at our Fall State Advisory Board Meeting this past October.  Two of the winners, Betty Higdon and Billie Paul, are advisors on our State Advisory Board and our Board of Trustees, and will receive their awards tonight at the banquet. Three other winners, Bruce Carlton, JoAnn Lawlor, Margaret Lanphier, are retired from AGS, and will be our guests at the banquet tonight and will receive their awards.  The sixth winner, Betty Goris, passed away recently, and her husband was invited to be our guest at the banquet so he can pick up the award in her honor.  2) He told us he was also in charge of the Outstanding Advisors Award, for advisors who have five years of service and are nominated by their chapter.  This year there were only three nominations from chapters when we allow for 5 winners each year, so all 3 nominated advisors won the award.  We need to have more advisors nominated next year so that we can have 5 winners and more competition.  

f. Secretary of Intercollegiate Relations Report by Randy Taylor: Randy has been working around the clock to put on this convention so he has had no time to work on intercollegiate relations.

g. Secretary of Extension and Eligibility Report by Brad Reynolds and Roxie Ross:  1) Brad reported that we have 73 chapters in our organization with about 1/3 are not in good standing.  2) He was happy to note that we have a new chapter at Cabrillo College - Watsonville Center.

9. Other Reports

a. Convention Chair Report by Randy Taylor: 1) Randy thanked Jennifer McBride and and Vince Piro from Merced College for doing the registration at our convention.  He complimented Merced’s work and everyone agreed that they had done a magnificent job of making registration a breeze for the chapters coming to the convention.  2) He mentioned that all three key-note speakers bailed out in January so he had to hustle and get three new speakers. 3) He said that we should get new people to run the registration and the convention.  The same chapter should not handle both responsibilities.  Other chapters could volunteer to handle the different contests.  We should try as much as possible to spread the work load.  4) He thought that maybe we should not try to have a full program on Friday nights in the future because the second part of Friday’s program was poorly attended.  5) He hoped that students would stay for the keynote speaker during lunch, so that they would benefit from an inspirational talk.  They then would also be present for the honoring of the scholarship candidates after the lunch speaker.

b. Registration Chair Report by Jennifer McBride and Vince Piro: 1) Jennifer and Vince told us that we had 457 attendees from 44 chapters.  They have worked very hard to make the registration as smooth as possible for the attendees. 2) The hotel staff has been awesome and helpful every way they can.  3) They noted that most students do not want to room with students from other chapters.  4) Vince made the following suggestions to improve registration in the future.  Automate the system by allowing chapter advisors to enter their chapter’s registration information on-line.  Have only one advisor as the contact person for registration.  Students should not be phoning or e-mailing the registrar.  (This is already in the Standing Rules.)  Continue to have the room keys in the packet for the entire chapter.  Eliminate the chapter name from the registration and just use the college name to avoid confusion.  After the deadline do not allow changes in room assignments.   Drop putting students from different chapters together.  Consider having the chapters call the hotel themselves and making their own room arrangements.  5) Jennifer and Vince will be unable to do the registration in 2008 because of work responsibilities so Matthew Freeman of Ohlone College volunteered to handle the registration that year.   

c. Update of Standing Rules and By-laws by Jacqueline Faris: 1) Jacqueline told us that she had written a first draft of the Standing Rules that advisors were sent in an e-mail. It included the motions that have been made in the past years that needed to be included in our rules.  She asked everyone to check the Standing Rules carefully for errors because the more people who review our documents, the fewer mistakes those documents will contain. 2) Tom mentioned that the sentence on page E-3 referring to the Brown Act should be deleted.  3) She also told us that the Bylaws had been updated and were e-mailed.  She had updated our Bylaws to reflect our decision to clarify the membership requirements necessary to be eligible for a scholarship.  4) She asked everyone to proofread the Bylaws as well.

d. Northern Regional Update Report: Peggy Kroll told us that Modesto Junior College West Campus would be hosting the AGS Fall Northern Regional Conference on October 21, 2006.  The theme of the conference will be “Less Talk, More Action”.  The tentative workshops include: 1) Science for Future Senators, 2) An Honest Discussion of the War in Iraq, 3) Medical Marijuana, 4) What will our quality of life be in California in 2010 and beyond?  5) Creationism and Evolution, 6) Physician Assisted Suicide, 7) Be an Informed Voter, 8) Yoga for Stress Reduction and Relaxation, 9) Learning a New Dance, 10) How to Write a Scholarship Essay, 11) What Everyone Should Know About Statistics, 12) Fundraising Project for an Election Year and 13) AGS Officers Roundtable.  Students will be voting on which workshops they would like to have at the conference.

e. Southern Regional Update Report:  Mark Pursley told us that Los Angeles Mission College would be the host of the AGS Fall Southern Regional Conference on November 4th, 2006.  The theme of the conference will be “On the Wings of Knowledge:  Education as Liberation”. The keynote speaker will be Dr. Michael Shermer.  The tentative workshops include: 1) Quests for the Historical Jesus; The Da Vinci Code, 2) Quantum Physics 101, 3) The Evidence for Evolution; 4) Getting Involved in Local Politics, and 5) What’s Wrong with the War in Iraq.   The Benita Bike Dance Art Company will do a modern dance performance.
10. Request for Waivers for attendance requirement for good standing 

a. The on-line version of the by-laws was incorrect.  The last paragraph on Page 4 should read “If, during the academic year, a chapter has been newly chartered or newly reactivated or if all of its advisors have newly assumed this responsibility, such chapter shall be given a one-year grace period before being required to fulfill the criteria for good standing stated in Paragraphs “b”, “f”, and “g” above.  The advisory board may by majority vote, suspend the provisions of Paragraphs “f” and “g” of this Section in cases where a chapter advisor presents to the Advisory Board good reasoning why it should be temporarily impossible for the chapter to comply with these provisions.  This rule shall not be suspended twice for the same chapter in any twelve-month period.

b. Crafton Hills: Crafton Hills College was unable to be at the Southern Regional Conference because Frances, the advisor, was ill and could not bring her group.  MOTION #2) Frances White moved that “Crafton Hills College be given an exception due to my illness.  The chapter should be placed in good standing for the 2005-2006 year.”  Terry Green seconded the motion.  (MOTION #2 CARRIED.)  It was noted that one might get an advisor from another college to be the advisor for your chapter so that your chapter can attend if you are the sole advisor and cannot attend.

c. West Hills:  West Hills College has had no activity going on at all the last school year and the chapter was defunct.  The chapter is currently getting going again under the direction of Linda Vang.  MOTION #3) Linda Vang moved that “West Hills College be granted an exception and be considered in good standing for the 2005-2006 year”.  Steven Wallech seconded the motion. (MOTION #3 CARRIED.)
d. MOTION #4) Jacqueline Faris moved that “any chapter granted the attendance exception for good-standing should be allowed double the number of scholarship applicants next year.” Steven Wallech seconded the motion. The motion was amended by Wendy Williams to read “Crafton Hills College and West Hills College be allowed 2 Walsh and 4 Loly nominees at the spring convention in 2007.” The motion was further amended by Wendy Williams to read that “Crafton Hills College and West Hills College be allowed 2 Walsh and 3 Loly nominees at the spring convention of 2007.”  (MOTION #4 AS AMENDED FAILED.)
e. Waiver of Attendance for Yanhong Guo: MOTION #5) Steven Wallech moved that “Yanhong Guo be waived from having to be present at the banquet in order to get a scholarship as she is about to have a baby.”  Terry Green seconded the motion.  (MOTION #5 CARRIED.)

13. New Business 

· Updating of Standing Rules and Bylaws:  It was suggested by Jacqueline Faris that the Secretary of the Advisory Board would have the duty to cut and paste the changes from the minutes into our standing rules and bylaws after the Faculty Advisory Meeting and after the State Convention. The group agreed by acclamation. Note by the secretary:  The above appears to already be a part of the secretary’s duties in the bylaws only worded differently.  Check the secretary’s duties listed on Page 8, Article VI., Section 2d, items 4 and 5.  Perhaps we need to amend those items.  
· Moving the Fall Advisory Board Meeting from Saturday and instead having a Saturday Night Social Event and Sunday Meeting:  MOTION #6) Jacqueline Faris moved that “our Fall Advisory Board Meeting in 2007 be on Sunday and that we have a social event Saturday evening.”  Terry Green seconded the motion.  (MOTION #6 FAILED.)

· Financial Review Committee: The treasurer is required to have an oversight committee.  Terry Green and Sharon Levick agreed to serve on this committee and will review the financial records starting on October 5th, 2007, the night before the Fall Advisory Board Meeting. 
· Addition to Standing Rules:  MOTION #7) Jacqueline Faris moved that “the   college that hosts the State Convention does not automatically do registration, but rather is the default choice when no other college comes forward.” Steven Wallech seconded the motion.  (MOTION  #7 CARRIED.)

· Standardization of Student Trustee Application Form:  Jacqueline Faris is working on the Student Trustee Application Form and will continue to revise it.  She will bring it to the Fall Advisory Board Meeting where we will make any final changes and then adopt it.

· Role of advisors for LOR’s for verification of eligibility only: This item was tabled and will be discussed in the fall.
· Walsh Letter:  MOTION #8) Jacqueline Faris moved that “the chapter officers signature requirement on the Walsh Scholarship Application be moved from the advisor’s letter of recommendation to the cover letter of the application.”  Roxie Ross seconded the motion. (MOTION #8 CARRIED.) 

· Additional item: LA Mission College:  Mark Pursley explained a problem that occurred this semester at his chapter.  The student in his chapter that was elected president turned out to have a 2.6 grade point average and could not stay on as president according to their chapter by-laws.  As a result, Mark removed her from office.  The administration and the board of trustees sided with the student and did not want her removed as president.  The interim president of the college said that Mark was being insubordinate because he did not hold off from removing her from being president.  He ended up getting a verbal warning for not following the directions of the administration.  Terry Green added that Mark should be admired for taking on the administration and Board of Trustees on this issue.  He showed real courage defending our organization’s philosophy.
· Additional item: Suggestions for future problems similar to the one at LA Mission College: 1) Do not take any action until the advisor or advisors investigate the matter thoroughly.  2) Make sure that the student is allowed due process.  3) Inform the student that his or her grade point average has fallen below 3.0 so that he or she has the opportunity to resign.  4) Let any investigation go forth and take its course before making any decisions.  5) Have the State Advisory Board president send a letter to the college president as soon as a problem similar to this occurs.  John Otte, our current president, said that he would write a letter to each of the college presidents and chapter advisors to explain our position.
· Continued Discussion about Honor Stoles:  MOTION #9) Jacqueline Faris moved that “AGS Stoles be standardized and made available by the state.”  Terry Green seconded the motion. (MOTION #9 CARRIED.) 

· Three motions were withdrawn and will be considered at our next meeting.  Jacqueline Faris first moved that “all chapters be required to distribute only official state AGS honor role certificates obtained from the treasurer or vice-treasurer.”  After some discussion, she withdrew this motion.  She second moved that “all chapters be required to distribute only official state AGS permanent member certificates obtained from the treasurer or vice-treasurer.”  After some discussion, she withdrew this motion.  She then moved that “reimbursements for expenses incurred while performing duties for the AGS state convention must be approved by the State Advisory Board within six months of their occurrence. No receipt over 1 year old shall be accepted for reimbursement.”  Steven Wallech rewrote the motion to say that “reimbursements for expenses incurred while performing duties for the AGS state organization require receipts submitted no more than six months old prior to approval of the advisory board.”  It was decided that more thought was needed to clarify this motion so Jacqueline withdrew the motion and will resubmit in at our next meeting
