1.  CALL TO ORDER AND PRELIMINARY REMARKS:

A.  PRESIDENT’S OPENING REMARKS: Roxie Ross called the meeting to order at 9:15.  She was grateful that many students and advisors were attending the convention, and noted that many had come from long distances.  She stated that forty-four chapters were present at the conference today.  She told us that we no longer seem to have a set of placards for voting by chapter.  She suggested that we ought to make a new set of voting placards for future meetings. Roxie led us in a minute of silence to remember two of our advisors, Lee Corbin from College of the Canyons and Jack Willis from San Diego College.  Lee Corbin died this past January only months after retirement.  Jack died last April while on his way to our conference in San Jose.   Marilyn Kaecke, a close personal friend of Lee’s, talked about what a wonderful person he was and how dedicated he was to our organization. She noted that two of his former AGS students are now teaching in the mathematics department of College of the Canyons.  She reminded us how important it is to show our love for one another every day and said that she makes it a practice to hug at least 12 people every day!  She had us hug fellow advisors in the room and told us that we from now on we needed to remember to hug at least 12 people a day!

B. SECRETARY’S EXPLANATION OF THE SIGN-IN PROCESS: Terry Green asked advisors to print their college, chapter name, and advisor name on the circulating attendance sheets.  He reminded the board that it was absolutely necessary for each advisor to sign in as a representative of his or her respective chapter.  61 advisors signed in representing 42 chapters. C. UPDATES TO THE STATE ADVISORY DIRECTORY:  Tom Jackson asked advisors to check the phone list, e-mail list and make any necessary corrections in our state advisory directory.  He told the advisors that there was an extra page that had enough space for all the information from new advisors and space for current advisors who had major changes. 

D. ADVISOR INTRODUCTIONS:  Roxie Ross asked each of us to tell our names, colleges, years with AGS, discipline, and something special about each of us as people.  We learned about what wonderful talented people we have as advisors in our organization.  We heard from many new advisors who are a welcome addition to our organization!

2.  PRELIMINARY BUSINESS AND REPORTS

A. ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA:  Two items were added under New Business.

B. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA: They were approved with a few additions added to the new business section.

C. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:  Terry Green suggested that we no longer print multiple copies for the meetings but simply have advisors read them on our website and print them out before the conference on their own. Jacqueline Faris said she printed the minutes for the last meeting from our website and read them on the way to Ventura.  The October minutes were approved.

D. BOARD OF TRUSTEES REPORT:  President Tom Jackson told the group that the Board of Trustees had moved $300,000 to the Lincoln Fund Annuity.  It has grown to $309,000 in a few short months.  The whole endowment fund is now $376,000 and is growing rapidly.  Tom challenged the state advisors to contribute more money to the fund.  He asked the State Advisory Board to contribute to the fund last year and only got $240.  He was hoping for more contributions to the endowment fund this year and he said that the Board of Trustees would match whatever the State Advisory Board gave.  He noted that he would be giving a large sum of money to the endowment fund through his trust and he hoped that other advisors could consider doing the same.   He told us that we would be giving out $35,000 in scholarships this evening.  

Tom noted that Ed Keith and Randy Taylor would be retiring from the Board Trustees. Thus, we would need to elect two new members to the Board of Trustees.  He hoped one would be our new state treasurer, Jacqueline Faris, so she could also be the treasurer on the Board of Trustees. Jacqueline asked how many board meetings there were each year and Tom told her that the board met two times a year.  

Tom Jackson and Billie Paul agreed to serve one more term on the Board Of Trustees. Terry Green moved that they be approved for another term.  The motion was accepted by acclamation so that no discussion was necessary.

E. CONVENTION CHAIR’S REPORT: Grethe Wygant informed us that according to her data, 44 chapters were attending the convention.  She told us   345 students and 59 advisors were attending the whole weekend and 30 students were coming just for Saturday. Santa Monica College had the highest number of students attending with 28 followed by Modesto College with 25.  She told us that overall things were going were very well.  Her students from Moorpark College were proving to be excellent hosts once again.  Also the front desk of the hotel had been terrific.   Roxie Ross gave gifts to Grethe Wygant and Debbie Heaslip from Moorpark College for the wonderful work they have done in hosting this convention.  Grethe Wygant based out ballots to the advisor so chapters would be able to vote in the various contests at the convention.

F.  FUTURE CONVENTION SCHEDULES AND LOCATIONS:  We decided as a group at previous meetings that we should pre-plan conventions.  Jacqueline Faris told us that she had booked the next five years with the DoubleTree Hotel. We will go to San Jose when the convention is to be in the north, and we will go to Ontario when the convention is to be in the south.  We will go to the DoubleTree Hotel for our October State Advisory Board meetings as well.  We will be able to use the Hilton Honors points (80,000) we earn at each convention to pay for gifts and plaques and fly in keynote speakers. In 2007 we will be able to start to earn these points.  At the fall advisor’s meeting either in Ontario or San Jose, the conference room will be free of charge. She also got us the amplification systems we need free of charge as well.  She has proved to be an outstanding negotiator for AGS and received praise for her efforts to stabilize our convention situation for the next five years!

G. SECRETARY OF EXTENSION AND ELIGIBILITY REPORT: Brad Reynolds explained that he keeps the copies of the by-laws of each chapter in our organization. If your chapter has updated its bylaws recently, he told us to send him the latest version of your bylaws if you have not already done so. He told us that only about one-half of the California community colleges have AGS chapters on their campuses. He reminded us that our website, AGS-HONORS.ORG, has lots of information about our organization.  He told us that we have no new chapters in 2005 so far.

H.  SCHOLARSHIP CHAIR’S REPORT: Jacqueline Faris reminded us that students have to fill out the paper work correctly to be scholarship candidates.  She told us that every nominee would be recognized in a ceremony that will be held at 5:30 in this room.  Only advisors and nominees are to come to the ceremony.  Both advisors and nominees should be dressed up for the banquet as there will be no time between the two events to change.  

Roxie and Jacqueline gave a big thank you to our scholarship readers.  They, along with Jacqueline, each received a gift from Roxie for their efforts.  This was the first time gifts were given to readers in Alpha Gamma Sigma history and hopefully we will make giving gifts to our readers a tradition.(  The following readers deserve kudos for evaluating scholarship applications in 2005.

The scholarship committee decided that 5 students would receive Montovani Scholarships at $1,000 each, 4 students would receive Coffey Scholarships at $700 each, 24 students would receive Loly Scholarships at $600 each. 72.4% of the academic applicants earned awards this year.  They also decided that 5 students would receive Bell Scholarships at $700 each and 18 students would receive Walsh Scholarships at $500 each.  80% of the service applicants earned awards this year.  They decided that $34,700 would be given out this evening with 77.5% of all the applicants receiving a check this evening.  It should be a very happy awards ceremony tonight because so many students are going to win scholarships!  

Jacqueline Faris that she will be making a motion later in the meeting to redefine what constitutes initial, temporary and continuing membership in our by-laws so there will be no future ambiguity. She will send out her proposal for by-laws changes to the chapters here today a few weeks before the next advisor’s meeting in October so that chapters can vote to either update the bylaws or not before we get together again in Ontario.

I. GROUP BREAKOUT SESSION FOR DISCUSSION AND BRAINSTORMING: ( Roxie Ross broke the State Advisory Board into small groups of about 4 advisors to discuss the following topic: the role of the AGS Advisor; responsibilities, recruitment, working within the campus system, and working with students.  The following thoughts and suggestions were generated from the small group discussions when the State Advisory Board reformed as a whole group.

1)  For new advisors, AGS Inc. has a set of by-laws that should be followed.  

2) It is good to have a list of duties for each officer that goes beyond the by-laws.  There should be a job description for the officer.  

3) The chapter at Cabrillo College each semester puts on an event honoring outstanding faculty and staff and this gets the faculty and staff interested in AGS.  The event proves to be a good recruiting tool. 

4) Give out state pins to teachers honored for being outstanding.  

5) Honor the retiring faculty at an event.

6)  If you are a counselor, give an AGS application to students who have a 3.0 grade point average and the correct amount of units.  It turns out to be a great way to recruit students for your chapter.

7) Have Admissions and Records send out information to qualified students about how they are eligible to join AGS.  

8) Have the students’ transcripts annotated showing AGS affiliation for a given semester.  At Santa Monica College, students have to do at least 20 hours of community service, attend at least 6 meetings, do at least 2 fundraisers, and serve on one committee in order to have AGS Honors written on their transcripts for a given semester.

9) Pierce College has a club rush opportunity to recruit students.

10) Faculty and Staff Appreciation events can be co-sponsored with other clubs.  

11) How do we compete successfully with PTK?  We emphasize that we are the honor scholarship and community service organization while they are only an honor scholarship organization.

12) Create a humanitarian award that anyone on campus with a 2.5 average could win.  Fundraisers could be done specifically to support this award.  

13) AGS chapters depend on the quality of the AGS executive board members.  Talk to the AGS board about leadership skills.  

14) It is important to have continuity.  Have the meeting in the same place and the same time.

15) A bulletin board can be quite productive with information about AGS, contact numbers, etc.  

16)  Make sure to clarify the membership requirements to students by being knowledgeable of our AGS state bylaws.

17)  AGS chapters are sometimes affiliated with Honors Program and some under the jurisdiction of Associated Students.  Jennifer McBride’s chapter is currently battling with the Associated Students because she wants to be housed under the Honors Program so that AGS would be taken more seriously.  

18) Ed Keith reminded us that Alpha Gamma Sigma is an honor society, not a club.  Instead of saying that we are called Alpha Gamma Sigma, we should say we are called Alpha Gamma Sigma Honor Society.  Otherwise people often think we are a fraternity or a sorority.

J. TREASURER’S FINANCIAL REPORT:  Ed Keith reported that we have close to $50,000 in our savings account which will diminish when he starts writing checks to the hotel. A more complete accounting will be given at the fall meeting.  We will be giving out $35,000 in scholarships tonight while we had $21,000 in scholarship assessments.  Chapters need to pay their dues and scholarship assessments order for chapters to be in good standing and have students from the respective chapters be eligible for AGS scholarships. Also chapters must file any reports including the permanent member reports, even if chapters have no permanent members to report.  If your chapter has no permanent members for a given school year, just return the permanent members report with the word NONE on it and sign the report.  Ed also said that we had $20,000 in a State Advisory Board account earning very little interest, and, as agreed, we sent the $20,000 to the Board of Trustees to add to the endowment fund where it is now getting 3% interest.

K. VICE-TREASURER’S CERTIFICATES AND JEWELRY REPORT: Marilyn Kaecke stated that jewelry has been handed over to Hope Jukl.  She told us that we have very few permanent certificates left.  We are down to 31 left and we need to order more. They are parchment with the gold embossing and a minimum order is 2,500 certificates at $1.09 per certificate.   They are beautiful to show and frame, and it is good to be consistent in continuing to give out the same certificates.  The board informally agreed that Marilyn should place the order for the permanent member certificates.  In terms of jewelry, we did take in about $8,000 in jewelry sales and spent about $4,200.  The order form is on the website if chapters wish to purchase jewelry.  

We certainly appreciate all that Marilyn has done for our organization in terms of taking care of jewelry and certificates.  Roxie took time to recognize Marilyn and Ed for all the time they have spent doing service for AGS and had presents for each.  Marilyn had a present for Ed who was so helpful to her after her mother passed away and helped share her treasurer’s responsibilities.  They have been best friends for many a year.  He received a very pretty rug for his room addition at his house.  He also received a porcelain lighthouse from Marilyn.  They both received clocks.   

L. REPORT OF AGS ADVISOR’S HANDBOOK: Betty Higdon informed us that the old handbook was beyond salvation so she had offered to work on a new one. At the past October meeting, she asked for recommendations but received none so she put together the handbook the way she thought it should be organized and has a draft that is nearly finished with a cover letter.  She asked for a small select group to review the document and have our suggestions back to her by May 1st.  After receiving our thoughts and suggestions, she will continue finishing it and include an index. She wanted to create a straightforward document that would be easy for chapters to find the guidelines to our organization.  She brought 18 copies to pass out so that the document could be reviewed during April.  She asked the select group of reviewers to write her if we found errors or omissions.  She told us that she wants to dedicate this new version of the handbook to Charlie Bell who emphasized precision in our documents while still maintaining a sense of humor. She also wants to dedicate the handbook to Sharon Sunico who was a very dedicated AGS advisor and recently passed away from lung cancer.  When the handbook is edited and completed, it will go up on the website.  Right now it is, of course, only in draft form as previously stated and is not ready to be posted.

M. DISTINGUISHED ADVISOR SERVICE AWARD REPORT: MOTION #1) Randy Taylor moved that “the Distinguished Service Award begin in 2005 and that Marilyn Kaecke and Ed Keith be the first recipients.”  Jacqueline Faris seconded the motion.  (THE MOTION CARRIED BY ACCLAMATION.) 
JoAnn Lawlor, Billie Paul, Bruce Carlton, Betty Goris, Betty Higdon, and Margaret Lamphier were nominated as candidates to receive the award at the convention in 2006. Information will be placed on our website about each of them.  Then current advisors who may be unfamiliar with some of these outstanding past and present advisors can learn about their contributions to our organization.  We will decide who will be the next recipients at our October meeting.  Randy will organize the set-up process.

O.  OUT OF ORDER: Jacqueline Faris wanted to clarify the definition of 

membership requirements for scholarships in our by-laws.  MOTION #2) Jacqueline moved that “we add a new section of Article 2 as Section 4.  The article would read 4. Membership requirements for scholarship, a. members who are currently in a grace period may not apply for a scholarship, b. applicants must have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher.  The current Section 4 would become Section 5.”  John Otte seconded the motion.  THE MOTION CARRIED.  This action initiated the formal process needed in order to make a by-laws change.  The next step is for the various chapters to formally vote on these by-laws changes by mail before our next meeting.  Jacqueline volunteered to send out the ballots so chapters could vote on the by-law changes, and John Quevedo volunteered to be in charge of counting the ballots.
